LEARNING OBJECTIVES:

2. Will be able to evaluate urological imaging methods,
3. Will be able to diagnose and treat urinary tract infections such as pyelonephritis, cystitis, urethritis, orchitis, interpret their complications, know prevention methods,
4. Will be able to count the symptoms and signs of urological tumors and have an idea about the ways of prevention,
5. Will be able to make the first attempt to patients with coagulated hematuria and refer them to the specialist if necessary,
6. Recognize the emergency situation and make the first intervention in urogenital system traumas,
7. Will be able to make the first attempt in patients with urinary retention (glob),
8. Know the indications and application of urethral catheterization and will be able to care for the patient with urethral catheter,
9. Will be able to treat the patient with colic pain originating from the urinary system,
10. Will be able to diagnose urinary obstruction, will be able to make the first intervention in necessary emergency situations,
11. Will be able to make a preliminary diagnosis of intrascrotal masses,
12. Will be able to explain the diagnosis, complications and treatment age of undescended testicle,
13. Will be able to recognize congenital anomalies of the urogenital system,
14. Will be able to interpret the spermiogram results,

17. Will be able to make a preliminary diagnosis of vesicoureteral reflux,
