> Meal Plan: 403,200 KRW (approximately USD 340) per semester (Optional)

How to Get to KMU from the Incheon Int’l Airport

71 Incheon Int’l Airport — Kookmin University
« Take airport limousine 6101 and get off at Jeongneung bus stop.
Bus Fare: 15,000 KRW (approximately USD 13)
« At the Jeongneung bus stop, cross the street and take bus 171, 1213, or 7211 for Kookmin
University. Or take a cab to campus
Bus fare: 1,150 KRW (approximately USD 1)
Taxi fare: approx. 3,500 KRW

1 Incheon Int’l Airport — KMU (By Taxi)

« When arriving in groups taking taxi from the airport can be a good option.\

The taxi fare will be approximately 70,000 ~ 80,000 KRW (approximately USD 60 ~ 70)
